This latest incident was clearly a
coordinated attack”

Iranloye disclosed that
of the abducted persons were
members of the traditional ruler’s
family, noting that most of the
victims were visitors who had
returned home for the Christmas
celebration.

He further said, “They operated
in complete darkness because
there was no electricity in the
community. As of now, there has

no contact or ransom demand
from the abductors”
