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The commissioner
said those neutralised
were foot soldiers loyal to
Baidu, a notorious bandit
kingpin who is opposed
to the recent peace deal
in Danmusa and parts of
Katsina State.

He said the bandits
were killed around Matazu
Local Government Area

support of former bandits
and improved intelligence,
several criminal elements
have been eliminated,
adding that the campaign
would be sustained until
all enemies of the state are
defeated.

“I can assure you that
with intelligence sharing
and synergy between
security personnel in both
Kano and Katsina states,
coupled with support from

communities and repentant
bandits, we are recording
successful operations across
the two states,” he said.
Eyewitnesses, who
pleaded anonymity for
security reasons, confirmed
that several armed men

bandits were burnt beyond
recognition but  were
identified by the dangerous
weapons recovered at the
scene, including magazines,
stolen mobile phones,
ammunition, knives and
daggers.

Residents expressed
confidence  that the
ongoing offensive against
bandits would succeed but
urged the government to
prioritise the rebuilding of
communities destroyed by
years of banditry.
