But the explana--

tions of Kazeem and
Rikky “on their mis-

sion at the eating joint_

fell on deaf ears as
Lukman threatened to
deal with him.

Determined to car-

ry out his threat, Ola-
wale was said to have
laid ambush along the
path to attack Kazeem.

However, luck played
a cruel one on Kazeem
who left, unsuspect-
ing that his friend and
classmate would harm
him, particularly when
it was obvious to him
that he was not in-
tending to snatch his
girl friend from him.

At a path in Iko-
rodu, where Olawale
was hiding, Kazeem
was helpless as Ola-
wale stabbed him on
the neck while fight-
ing.

Kazeem attempted
to defend himself but
Olawale, who:- had
perfected his plans,
rushed to a nearby
bush and collected a
sharp knife to m:& his
friend., -

Our  correspond-
ent learnt that good
samaritans rushed
Kazeem to a nearby
hospital but he died
on his way.

Commenting on the
issue, police spokes-

man, Mr. Olubode
Ojajumi  said  the
corpse of Kazeem has
been deposited in the
morgue for autopsy.
Ojajuni said the
police at SCID are in-
vestigating the case so

as to unearth hidden-
