The Head of Dutsen- Alhaji Market's Police Out-

post, Inspector John ljibila attributed the accident to careless driving and over
speeding on the part of the tipper driver.

He said the driver drove straight to the station and narrated what happened,
adding that he ran to the station for safety.

"The suspect is in custody and will be transferred to the Police Divisional
Headquarters at Bwari, where he would be charged to court.

He said the corpses have been handed over to the deceased persons' relatives
for burial according to Islamic rite.
