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Three female officials of the His-bah Board in Kano died yesterday while others
sustained various injuries in an auto crash which occurred at Falgore forest near
Doguwa Local Govemnment Area of the state. Director General of the Hisbah Board,
Abba Sa'id Sufi told Daily Trust that the officials were on their way to Doguwa Local

Government to monitor activities of couples who recently got marmied.

“According to the tradition of the board, each time we conduct a marriage ceremony,
we set up committees to go round the 44 local governments of the state to monitor the
activities of the couples. So this committee led by the Assistant Commandant
General, Hajiya Ummulkusum, commenced the tour on the 18th of this month. They
have visited about 36 local government areas.

“The committee left Kano around 8:00 am in the board's wehicle, only for us to be told
that an accident had occurred. We pray for their souls to rest in peace”, she said. Sufi
added that those who died include Hadiza Aliyu Jibril, Hafsa Mohammad and Maryam
Musa Abdullahi (Saukakkiya). Daily Trust leamt that the deceased have been buried

according to Islamic rites.
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
