gun, six locally made rifles, two

locally fabricated cartridge
guns, one Dane gun, two
revolver pistols, two cartridge

-pistols, 27 rounds of 9mm

arnmunition, two motorcycles,
one camouflage shirt, one
generator set, one bag of gun
powder and assorted charms.
The Defence Spokesman
added that Gana’s personal
belongings, other - items,
and thatched houses were
destroyed during the raid.

The statement, however,
conveyed appreciation of the
