Again, gunmen Kill 4 persons in Rivers

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Gunmen suspected to be cultists, Tuesday night, killed four persons in Aleto and Agbochia

communities of Eleme Local Government Area of Rivers State.

This was just as four other persons were reportedly shot dead while eight others sustained
bullet wounds in fresh attacks by unknown gunmen at Etche Local Government Area of the

state on Monday.

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A resident of the area, Oluka Jona said the suspected cultists invaded the communities in

search of their rival cult members but ended up killing innocent persons.
