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Forty-eight hours after Senator Ibikunle Amosun declared his
intention to run for the govemorship race in Ogun State on

the platform of All Nigeria Peoples Party (ANPP) in 2007, he
may have run into-froubled waters with the ruling People’s
Democratic Party (PDP) in the state.

The Bauchi State government is to reconstitute the judicial
service commission to pave way for the appointment cf more
high court and Shari’a court judges. Governor Ahmadu
Adamu Mu‘azu revealed this during the 2006/2007 legal year
where he directed the state Chief Judge to submit the
names of qualified judges for immediate appointment.

As protests continue to trail last Saturday’s PDP guber
primaries in Enugu State, Leadership checks revealed that
Enugu Deputy Governor, Okechukwu Itanyi and former Chief
Economic Adviser to the President, Dr. Osita Ogbu both
defeated aspirants in last weekend’s guber primaries may
have finalised moves to muster a coalition of opposition
parties in the state to challenge the winner of the PDP
primaries, Sullivan Chime in the general elections to stop
him from taking up the mantle of leadership in the state.

A businessman was on Monday shot dead by gunmen at
Area F Nyanya and his Honda car snatched. Accordingto an

eye witness report, the businessman who is known as Mr.
Emenike Ofoma, was taking his daughter for lesson around
11am, when he was stopped in the middle of the road by two
men who demanded for his car. But as he was stepping out
of the car, he was shot on the chest by one of the gunmen
and they speed off in his car including his daughter.

The Peoples Democratic Party Screening Committee on
presidential aspirants will submit its report to the leadership
of the party on Wednesday (today). All the aspirants will
know whether they can contest for the presidential primaries
of the party or not on Saturday. The committee began the
screening of the 30 aspirants shortly after its inauguration
on Monday. As at the time of filing this report on Tuesday,
only four of the aspirants were yet to be screened.

Members of the House of Representatives are spoiling for a
war with President Olusegun Obasanjo over the outcome of
the primaries of the Peopl?s Democratic Party. Discontent
over the party’s primaries was also palpable at the Senate,
where some senators on Tuesday defected to the All

Nigeria Peoples Party and the Action Congress. It was
gathered on Tuesday that aggrieved PDP legislators who
lost in the National Assembly and gubernatorial primaries
were considerng reviving the plot to impeach the President.
Senate President, Ken Nnamani, has accused the ruling
Peoples Democratic Party of laying a faulty foundation for
the 2007 elections. Nnamani was reacting to reports of
large-scale manipulations during the just concluded primary
election of the party. In an opening address at the '
resumption of plenary session on Tuesday, the Senate
President said, “The reports about violence, manipulations
and outright imposition in some of the primaries raise cause
for concern about the sustainability of democracy.
