By Isa Abdulsalami Unknown gunmen have killed six people in Plateau State between Sunday night and
Ahovi, Jos yesterday morning.

The bandits ambushed four youths from Kwal village in Bassa Council of Plateau, who
were returning late from a neighbouring village on motorcycles around 8p.m. and shot
them.

Three of them died on the spot, while the fourth, who still had life in him, was rushed to
a nearby clinic where he later died.

Mang told The Guardian that Daya had kept vigil the previous day against suspected
potato thieves who always come in the night to harvest potatoes.

“When the thieves came this (yesterday) morning, the farmer pursued them and one of
them left his shoes behind, which he picked and kept.

“He was making attempts to trace the owner of the shoes only for the same thieves to
come back this morning and shot him (Daya) in the head in his farm and he died
instantly.

“So, there is tension in the village over the incident. The people are blaming the police
for not providing security in the village and Mangu District as a whole at this time of
coronavirus disease (COVID-19) lockdown when security personnel are supposed to be

on surveillance,” he stated.

Mang stressed that dry season potato farming was the only business sustaining farmers
