The Police in Anambra state said on Thursday that it had commenced a manhunt
for armed men who murdered two police officers in Uruguay, Nnewi North local
government area of the state.

Police Public Relations Officer (PPRO) in the state, Toochukwu Ikenga, who signed
the statement, added that preliminary information on the incident revealed that
the armed men started shooting sporadically on sighting the police operatives and
threw an improvised explosive into their operational vehicle.
