He}; husband, Godwin, and
other family members were
completely dazed over the
incident that befell the mother
of the house and could not offer
any explanation regarding the
calamity. .

A family member whe speke
with Sunday Independent on
condition of anonymity said
the husband had forgiven those
behind the dastardly act.
