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Oyo State Police Command has declared the gang leader of the ‘One Million Boys’, Ebila
Abiola wanted in connection with the gruesome murder of Mashood Oladokun, also known as
Ekugbemi.

Ekugbemi who was murdered, at Olomi Olunde area, on Saturday afternoon during the fierce
fracas with rival cult members.
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The State Police Publicity Officer, SP Olugbenga Fadeyi who disclosed through a live call
interview on a radio program on Sunday said that Ebila the gang leader of the rival gang
involved in the fracas is currently at large.

“Police are currently on his trail, because investigation has commenced on the issue and he will
be brought to book.”

The PPRO also said that Police are already making with other law enforcement agencies in the
State to make sure there is no any reprisal attack that can distrupt the peaceful atmosphere of
the State from any groups.

“One Babatunde Oladapo, that involves in the issue has something to tell the police, to narrates
to the police, to help them in their investigation and also one other person was arrested at the
Born Photo/ Idi Areere, as he was trying to caused trouble in the area.

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PPRO also confirmed that the State Commissioner of Police, CP Olushina Olukolu, has given
an the Deputy Commission of Police, of Criminal Investigation Do Iyaganku, a marching order
to take over the case and commenced investigation to unravel the what actually transpired in
that fight.

However, in a similar scenario, the Oke-Odo community, that served as the based of the
dreaded ‘One million Boys’ has disowned the gang leader Ebila.

This was made known through a press release that was signed by Hon. Adeshina Akinpelu on
behalf of the Oke-Odo, Oke-Oluokun, Oke-Ola, community’s said that Biola Ebila, is a
notorious leader of the dreaded gang, he is not an indigene of Oke-Odo as some people are
saying.

“We are appealing to the Inspector General of Police, to fully deploy his IRT team to Oyo State
to tame the terror gang known as ‘One Million Boys’ and others.

“The members of the ‘One million Boys’ and other terror gang are always constitutes a serious
security threat to the residents of Kudeti, Oke-Odo, and it’s environs in the Ibadan South East
Local Government Area of the State.
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“Before the last mayhem, Biola Ebila and his boys have been a log in the wheel of progress of
our community. Just four days ago Ebila and his boys unleashed mayhem on the residents of
Agbede, Ogunkeye, compound in Oke-Odo Area.

We have tried all power within our capacity to drive Ebila and his boys out of our community
to no avail. Hon. Akinpelu stated.
