At least four persons have heen confirmed dead in
a fatal auto crash at Aba road, Owerri, Imo State,
b

when a Lagos bound lusury bus was rammed into
by a moving lorry.

" Although details of the accident were still

sketchy at the time of this report, LEADERSHIP
gathered that the lorry’s brakes failed causing it
to collide with the bus.

The incident which occurred at about Yam ac-
cording to witnesses, left over 15 passengers se-
riously injured.

Confirming the incident, the state sector com-
mander of the Federal Road Safety Commission
(FRSC), Yusuf Salami, who spoke in a telephone
interview said though he was yet to get details
of the cause of the accident, four passengers had
been confirmed dead.

“I am in Okigwe right now but I can tell you
that four persons died in the accident and my boys
have since cleared the scene. | will give you more
details when [ come back,” Salami said.
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
