t was the sound of this and
the sight of the dead person
that made people around
that vicinity scamper in dif-
ferent directions for safety.

However,when contacted,
the Rector of College of Arts

and Science, Dr C. Nwogu
- we

explained that no explosion
occured in his school but
confirmed that some people
were running from
Rumuokwuta towards his
school. He could not tell
why the people were run-
ning.

But the police spokesper-
son in the state, Mrs Ireju
Barasua said that the inci-
dent was a cult clash in which
“some cultists riding on bike

engaged themselves in

fighting.”
yEarasua also confirmed

that one person was killed
in the clash, at the time of
this report.
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
