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The Umunakanu community in Ehime Mbano Local Government
Area of Imo State has been thrown into mourning following the
murder of its traditional ruler, Eze Emeka Njoku.

It  was learnt  the monarch went  to  a  meeting at  the home of  a
prominent indigene.

Sources said the meeting ended in the early hours of yesterday.

Eze Njoku,  a  hotelier,  owns Aladinma Royal  Suites and several
eateries in the state, known as Trendy’s Fast Food.

He was also said to be the owner of a popular filling station on
Egbu road in Owerri.

Eyewitnesses said the monarch was accosted on his way from the
meeting by suspected gunmen in Aladinma.

They said there was a confrontation between his escort and the
suspected assassins.
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According  to  the  sources,  there  was  sporadic  shooting,  which
caused panic in the area.

In the process, Eze Njoku was shot dead and his police escort was
injured.

There was disquiet in the community yesterday as residents were
uneasy as a result of the incident.

Police Public Relations Officer , Linus Nwaiwu, an assistant
superintendent of Police, said he was out of the state on a
refresher course and could not confirm the incident.
