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Two persons have been killed and 10,000 displaced at Dzev in Shangev-Ya District of Kwande Local

Government Area of Benue State by suspected youths from Mbakyaa kindred.

Among the deceased was a woman, who was already bedridden in one of the clinics in the crisis- ridden

community and a young man, who was shot in the stomach.

Police spokesman Daniel Ezeala, who confirmed the incident, said peace had been restored, following a

stakeholders’ meeting in Adikpo at the weekend.
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
