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_Kano, whose name could
not be ascertained, was yes:
terday stabbed fo death by
unidentified assailants.

The incident was said to
have occurred at Ipm at the
school’s pit _toilet.

It was learnt that the as-
sailants scaled the fence and
abducted a male and a fe-
male pupils when classes
were in progress.

The two pupils were re-
portedly dumped inside a
pit toilet.

The schoolgirl was
stabbed on the head, which
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caused her death. .

It was also learnt that the
male pupil survived the at-
tack. )

When our reporter visit-
ed the school, the pit toilet,
where the pupils were at-
tacked, was locked.

A security man on the
school premises, Mallam
Ibrahim%&n Sariki, told our
reporter that at 1pm yester-
day, some hoodlums scaled
the school fence and at-
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tacked two pupils.

He said the hoodlums
dragged the pupils into the
toilet and stabbed them re-
peatedly on the head.

Dan Sariki said the school-
girl died, i'ﬂl]4:."1n'.'~.r-'in;1,‘r thr in-
jured she sustained on the
head while the boy survived.

Police spokesman Musa
Magaji Majiya, an Assistant
Superintendent of Police
(ASP), confirmed the inci-
dent.

He said immediately the
police were alerted by the

-elect’s victo
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Assistant Headmaster, they
by drafted the crack squad
to the scene.

On arrival, Majiya said
the police met the victims
in a pool of blood.

According to him, the po-
lice took photographs of the
toilet, where their blood was
splashed and rushed the pu-
pils to a hospital, where the
girl was confirmed dead.

- Majiya said the male pu-
pil was responding well to
treatment.

The spokesman said in-
vestigation into the inci-
dent had begun, adding that
the motive behind the attack
had not been established.
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
