A source who hinted about
the incident, told The Nation that
the soldiers first stopped the
Hilux van and after tgle driver
wound down, identified him-
self; they asked him to move
on.
The soldiers subsequently
stopped Lawal, who was driv-
ing behind the Hilux, parked
him and after a few minutes,

service rifle and threw his bod
then fled wi

"The friend was the one who
reported to the police immedi-
ately and the soldiers were
trailed. It was discovered that
they were from the 9th Brigade.
So, with the help of the Lagos
State Commissioner of Police,
the friend went to the Com-
mander 9th Brigade and all the
soldiers there were lined up for
identification.

"Lawal's friend physically
identified the three who were
involved in that callous mur-
der. They were immediately
detained," said the source who
pleaded anonymity.
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It was gathered that the lat-
est incident was not the first
the rogue soldiers had com-
mitted such crimes. They were
alleged to have been the same
people who murdered a Sena-
tor's aide penultimate week-
end and stole his vehicle which
thgly allegedly sold.

he Nation gathered that

police investigation revealed .

that the aide was not assassi-

nated as speculated but was

killed b{l e soldiers simply
e

because he was driving a clean
vehicle.

"They have been doing this
thing. This is not the time first.

Even the aide to the Senator
that was murdered two week-
ends ago was by soldiers who
mounted an illegal checkpoint.
He was killed because he was
driving a clean vehicle and
they stole the vehicle.

"They havelalsscg been kicll-
napping people. Some people
arep Fort%xgatepmat they }Zollgct
money and release them
while they kill others reckless-
ly. Most of these cases I men-
tioned, they also used their
service rifles to carry them
out," he added.

Meanwhile, an SOS message

which syndicated across social
media platforms on Saturday
night, called for justice for La-
wal, urging people to share the
information until it got to the
Chief of Army Staff (COAS),
Lt.-Gen. Taoreed Lagbaja.

The message read: "This is
to inform the general public
about a very tragic incident
that happened on Friday 18th
of August 2023.

"Lawal is driver that was on
his w%y to deliver a brand new
2022 Toyota Corolla to Abuja
from Lagos, on getting to
Ojodu Berger outward Lagos,
he was stopped at a milit
checkpoint, t%ereafter the sol-
diers lured him that they were
taking him to their Barracks,
and then they took him as far
as Iyana-Ipaja tollgate axis,
killed him and threw his body
in the biish, then made away
with the vehicle.

"The Lagos State Police com-
mand led by CP Idowu Owo-
hunwa is doing a great job
with the help of an eyewitness
and has been able to identify
three of the soldiers involved
in this gruesome murder,
