" ‘T?e Emir of Bungudu, under whose emirate the villages
fall, while Spmn%rﬂ‘c?umalists, called for divine inter-
vention in order to end such attacks.

While condoling with the families of the deceased, the
emir described the development as sad and implored se-
curity operatives to come up with proactive measures to
curtail incessant armed attacks on those villages.
