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driver of the tipper drove
against traffic, which re-
sulted in the accident.

The Public Relations Offi-
cer of the Ogun State Traf-
¢ and Enforcement Com-
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confirmed the accident.

Mr Babatunde said the
bodies of the drivers and
the injured motorboys had
been taken to the Ifo Gen-
eral Hospital.

He, therefore, urged driv-
ers to obey traffic rules and
regulations in order to pre-
vent unnecessary deaths.
