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Three feared killed as violence erupts again in

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Violence again erupted in the troubled town of Ijoko-Ota, Ogun State, on Monday for
the second time in 10 days as some unidentified hoodlums allegedly shot and killed
three people in the town.

Penultimate Saturday, some hoodlums, said to be acting on the order of a man trying to enforce the
judgment of the Supreme Court over the ownership of a vast land in the area, allegedly shot and killed one
Ayodele Ibrahim, while the opposition by residents of the town resulted in a communal unrest.

The Police Public Relations Officer in the state, Mr. Olumuyiwa Adejobi, confirmed the clash at Ijoko, but
said that only one person, named Bashiru, was killed while his wife was shot but could not confirm the
condition of the woman.

Adejobi said, “This man did not die in a free-for-all unlike the one that happened the other Saturday.
Bashiru was called out of his residence this morning while the wife followed him. He was shot in front of his
residence by some hoodlums while the wife sustained gunshots wounds. I can tell you that only one person
died.”
