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Akinbiyi said the accident involved a tipper lorryAkinbiyi said the accident involved a tipper lorry

with number plate MUS 589 XX and a Dangotewith number plate MUS 589 XX and a Dangote

truck with number plate NSR 89 YQ.truck with number plate NSR 89 YQ.

He explained that the accident was caused byHe explained that the accident was caused by

excessive speeding on the part of the tipper lorryexcessive speeding on the part of the tipper lorry

driver.driver.

According to Akinbiyi, the tipper lorry hit theAccording to Akinbiyi, the tipper lorry hit the

Dangote truck from the rear and killed threeDangote truck from the rear and killed three

occupants of the tipper lorry.occupants of the tipper lorry.

It was gathered that while trying to negotiate a bend around Gbadafu, a few kilometres from Bida,It was gathered that while trying to negotiate a bend around Gbadafu, a few kilometres from Bida,

the driver of the truck lost control and the vehicle overturned and threw the produce on thethe driver of the truck lost control and the vehicle overturned and threw the produce on the

passengers, which resulted in the death of some and injuries to the others.passengers, which resulted in the death of some and injuries to the others.

The Head of Clinical Services, FMC, Bida, Dr Adedeji Adekanye, confirmed that 10 corpses wereThe Head of Clinical Services, FMC, Bida, Dr Adedeji Adekanye, confirmed that 10 corpses were

brought to the hospital from the scene of the accident and were deposited in the morgue, while threebrought to the hospital from the scene of the accident and were deposited in the morgue, while three

others, who were brought in alive, gave up the ghost because of the severity of their injuries.others, who were brought in alive, gave up the ghost because of the severity of their injuries.

According to Adekanye, the major challenge faced by the hospital is inadequate bed spaces at theAccording to Adekanye, the major challenge faced by the hospital is inadequate bed spaces at the

emergency wards, adding that most of the victims were presently being attended to on the bareemergency wards, adding that most of the victims were presently being attended to on the bare

floor.floor.
