The state Police Public

the incident, but did not give
details.

She said, “T am yet to get the
details from the Divisional Police
Officer in the area. I will give the
details as soon as I get them.”

Similarly, the Commander
of the Ondo Amotekun Corps
Akogun Adeyeye, said his men
stationed at Molege village were
informed about the attack and
rushed to the area, adding that
they were trailing the bandltq in
the forest.
