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Car crushes PDP chieftain, six others to death in Kebbi

It was a tragic day for residents of llleyaryari area of Birnin Kebbi when seven people, including a frontline
politician, Alhaji Ibrahim Dan-lllela (Barden Gwandu), were crushed to death in the early hours of
yesterday.

The late chieftain of the Peoples Democratic Party (PDP), according to eye witness accounts, was sitting
in front of his house around 8.30 am with some of his political associates when a Honda Accord car,
allegedly driven by a political thug (name withheld) ran into them.

Five of them reportedly died on the spot while two others died a few hours later at the Emergency Ward of
Sir Yahaya General Hospital Birnin Kebbi where they were immediately rushed following the sad incident.

One Tijani Abubakar, who spoke to Peoples Daily at the scene of the accident, said the driver was
suspected to have been drunk at the time of the accident, and was on top speed when he drove
recklessly into the street.

Continuing, he said: “It is sad that he lost control of the vehicle and suddenly ran into the people where
they were seated in front of Alhaji Dan lllela’s house, killing seven of them, leaving two others in critical
condition; they are now hospitalised.”

Our correspondent gathered that immediately the accident occurred, people around the area, who
believed that the accident was precipitated by political interests, attempted to kill the driver who belongs
to the rival faction of the PDP.

He was, however, rescued by the police, who were invited to the scene, and who quickly whisked him
away from the angry mob.

A member of the mob told Peoples Daily under condition of anonymity that it was regrettable that the
driver was allowed to escape mob justice after killing seven people, including Dan- lllela, once a member
of the Kebbi State Pilgrims Board.

He continued: “He is a notorious thug being used by some aggrieved politicians to cause trouble in the
township. Only a few months back, the same anti-social element was arrested and jailed for playing
inciting music around town.

“Look, we know that this killing has political motive, this man was seen in a particular politician’s house
around the town. We know it was planned but we will wait and see where it will all end,” he added.

Alhaji Muhammad Ibrahim Dan-lllela, until his death, was a frontline PDP member in Kebbi state, and
belonged to the Nasamu Two-Term Agenda, which is opposed to the Senator Adamu Aliero group to
which the driver belongs.
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The late Dan-lllela has since been buried according to Islamic rites.
