“As soon as the lzzi
police station, which has
jurisdiction over the area
got a hint of the incident,
they: dispatched police pa-
trol team to the scene but
before they arrived, the
bandit had escaped. The
vehicle the deceased used
was seen with multiple bul-
let holes and the corpse of
the victim was found inside
the vehicle. The remains of
the victim was later depos-
ited at the mortuary and the
vehicle carried to the police
station,” he stated.

Anyanwu said the police
was on intensive manhunt
to apprehend the criminal

saying that security is In
place and there was inten-
sive patrol of police in the
area.

“Meanwhile, no arrest
had been made but the case
had been handed over to
the state CID for further in-
vestigation. The motive of
the hoodlums has not been
ascertained whether they
were out to rob or kill the
victim because the valuable
documents in the vehicle
were still intact when po-
lice came. Investigation 18
still on and we will update
the public as soon as in-
vestigation is concluded,”
PPRO stated.
