It was gathered that
the 90-year-old kid-
nap victim before her
death was shivering
and shouting as if she
was being chased by
unseen forces.

“Although she was
shivering and some-
time shouting, nobody
expected that she will
die of the shock.

“We were convinced
that having survived
the trauma of staying
with the kidnappers
with their threats and
abuses, she was no lon-
ger going to die.”

A friend of the Ma-
dueke family, Chief G.
U. Okeke, described
the incident as unfortu-
nate and called on the
kidnappers to repent
and withdraw from the
devilish act to avoid
the wrath of God.

Speaking on the in-
