with registration number
MUS 570 SS.

“He attributed the acci-
dent to fatigue on the part
of the bus driver, who he
said, rammed into the sta-
tionery truck while driv-
ing from Lagos to Benin.

His words: “Although
the bus driver survived,
eight passengers died In
the bus. It was an avoid-
able accident because the
truck parked well away
from the road.

“From my interaction
with the survivors of the
bus, they had consistently
warned the diver about his
recklessness before the
accident occurred. They
were coming from Lagos
after all-night prayer ses-
sion when the accident oc-
curred.”
