“The men, two In num-
ber were well armed and
did not pick any property in
his residence except carry-
ing out the ungodly act. The
Police have confirmed the
incident. The police have
also visited the scene of the
crime and have commenced
investigation,

“While we appreciate
their prompt action, our ex-
pectation 1s that the security
agencies will fully investi-
gate this killing and pros-
ecute the perpetrators.
