2 female bombers, 3 others die in Borno

TWO female bombers target-
ing football viewing centres
and cinema hall in Maidu-
guri, Borno State, have blown
themselves up at a local co-
muninity, killing three people.
" Residents of Goleri, a re-
mote community located
about two kilometres from
Maiduguri, said sporadic gun-
shots from another nearby
community preceeded the
explosions at about 6.30pm
Tuesday.

Village Head of Goleri, Bu-
lama Gole told journalists that

the gunshots emanating from
another village called Mam-
manti caused panic among
the residents, forcing people
to be fleeing.

“It was in the course of this
panic that we saw two strange
ladies seated under a Neem
tree. We asked who and what
they were looking for, but
they couldn’t give satisfactory
answer. We became suspi-
cious of their intentions when
they started asking for direc-
tion to a film house (cinema
hall),” he disclosed.

He said the devices on one
of the ladies later exploded
as she moved away from the

tree.

The second bomber, who hid
beside a vehicle parked around
the area also exploded as soon
as soldiers and other security
personnel arrived at the scene.

The Commissioner of Police,
Damian Chukwu, confirmed the
incident and casualties to news-
men.
