Mr
Kenneth Obi Ajaegbo, who
sustained gunshot injury at
his left knee, said he was
returning from somewhere
before the attacked.

“I ran home immediately
they shot at us. It was when
I got home that I discovered
that I was shot on the knee.
Blood was everywhere. My
brother and I went to the
police station immediately
to report before coming
to this hospital. It was at
the police station that we
learnt that the aide to Per-
sonal Assistant to Prince
(Engr.) Arthur Eze was shot
dead as his sister also came
to the station to report,” he
said.
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
