Commander of Inspector-General of Police (IGP)

confirmed the development to journalists, said efforts
were ongoing to rescue the victims unhurt, with his
team leading the operation.

Iowe also disclosed that the corpse of a Catholic

Meanwhile, a source from Omurelu disclosed that
there was mass arrest in community, following the lat-
est incident.
