He bought a drink for the de-
ceased and thereafter, ordered his gang
members, including the deceased to the
bank of River Benue where he robbed
the deceased of his belongings, removed
a pistol from his pocket and shot him on
his head while the other gang members
contributed to the killing by cutting him
with a machete. His corpse was dumped
in the river,

Mr Justin Gberudyer said the detectives
had a breakthrough in May. Onc suspect,
Victor Ahambe, a member of Supreme
Vikings who was keeping the deceased’s
phone was arrested. That led to the arrest
of another member, Peter Adurah, and
the alleged killer, Cyprian and other gang
members.

Gberudyer told Saturday Sun: “The
suspect, Victor Ahambe on May 4, 2022
took operatives of *‘Operation Zenda® to
River Benue under Old Bridge Makurdi
where they shot the deceased and dumped
his corpse inside River Benue. We did not
recover the corpse of the deceased be-
cause the suspect could not locate exactly
where they dumped the corpse. We recov-
¢red some arms and ammunitions which
they used to carry out the evil act.”
