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Man,62, remanded
for alleged murder
of wife

A 62-year-old man, Christian Agbaga has
been remanded in prison custody by a Yaba
Magistrate court, the alleged murder of his
wife following her purported refusal to grant
him sex in the night.

Wife of the accused, Regina Agbaga, was
said to have been strangled by her husband
at their 10, Ligali Street, Ajegunle, Lagos
home. She allegedly held her neck on their
matrimonial bed. The accused (Agbaga) is
facing a murder charge under section 221
of the Criminal Code Laws of Lagos State of
Nigeria 2011.

Refusing to the plea of the accused, the
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presiding Magistrate, Mrs. S. K. Matepo,
ordered that he should be remanded in
prison custody at Kirikiri, Lagos and urged
the prosecutor to duplicate his file for the
DPP’s advice. The matter was adjourned till
15 October for the DPP’s report.
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
