Troops kill wanted terrorist, Odumegu, in Taraba

“Our gallant troops immediately engaged the terrorists in a fierce exchange of
gunfire, leading to the neutralization of one terrorist while others escaped into the
bush with gunshot wounds.

“Items recovered include one AK 47 rifle and magazine, seven rounds of 7.62MM
special ammunition, two mobile phones, and assorted charms.”
